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The use of the grant effectively encouraged
students to participate with 46 students
enrolled in 2023 (compared to only 1
student in 2022). Students received useful
feedback and supportive materialsin the
mock exam and mock exam review in both
written reports and review videos. The
authentic experience in external
examination venues provided a good
simulation of the DSE exam, which
benefited students much according to
students feedback. Teachers and students
were satisfied with both the logistic
arrangement and the paper quality.

A few students had clashes with the APL
courses and failed to attend the exam,
which were then replaced by other students
last minute. The grant should be sought to
be kept, and consideration for offering this
asaregular offer to all S6 students should
be made.
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
